LEVEL OF WORK: Basic or Journeyman Entry Level
SUPERVISION RECEIVED:  General from the USDA-NRCS District Conservationist, with administrative responsibility to the Soil & Water Conservation District and LDAF- Office of Soil & Water Conservation.
The primary work area will be in the Deltaic plain region of coastal southeast Louisiana, with the possibility of occasional project specific assignments within the southwest, LA Chenier plain region.  
Assists with environmental assessments of proposed revegetation sites including interpretation and evaluation of soil and water chemical and physical properties, basic elevation, and interpretation of vegetative responses to such factors; vegetative type mapping.

Understands plant specification requirements; ensures specifications are met by marsh plant nurserymen on behalf of participating Districts.

Assists Conservation Districts to develop and let plant material bid advertisements in timely and accurate manner.
Assists with revegetation project installations, project monitoring, completion and submittal of required monitoring reports and proposals for upcoming projects.
Provides general assistance to the field office NRCS District Conservationist, provided all responsibilities to the CPRA-LDAF Vegetative Planting Program are complete to-date.
MINIMUM QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:
Basic: High school diploma/equivalency is required. Boat and trailer operation & experience is required.
